Want to serve Great River Emmaus but are unsure where to start? Are you new the community? 

Here are some ideas to get involved with varying levels of commitment (not an exhaustive list, 

don’t be afraid to ask!) Schedules for activities can be found on the Facebook page. I also try to 

email them at the beginning of Walk weekends.  

Most important service: Sponsoring pilgrims! 

Without new pilgrims, Walk to Emmaus will not be able to continue spreading the news of Jesus’ 

love. Please sponsor frequently. If you need help or have questions about sponsoring, please 

contact a Board Member. We would love to help increase the number of pilgrims on Walks! 

Serve during Prep Weekend:  

- Help in the kitchen with serving, cleaning etc.  

- Help in the workroom with sorting agape, organizing needed materials, make copies etc.  

- Bring snacks/drinks for the conference room teams (!!!) 

- Attend the anointing and prayer for friends/family 

- Help where ever needed! 

Serving during Walks: 

- Set-up: Help carrying luggage for pilgrims, help get out tables and chairs, assist ALDs 

with getting conference room set-up, help get kitchen set up to serve, help  

- Kitchen: Helping in the kitchen with serving, clean-up, serving pilgrims/team, running 

errands as needed, special dinner on Saturday night, decorating etc.  

- Workroom: Helping in the workroom with sorting agape, sorting/organizing letters, 

writing letters, typing needed documents, delivering agape, changing trashcans, running 

errands, moving decorations for services, decorating etc.  

- Agape Chapel: Help in the Agape Chapel by covering a long stretch of hours (or just 

one), write letters to pilgrims, pray up/down speakers, pray over prayer concerns, pray 

over crosses, help the Agape Chapel director contact the community about signing up 

for time in the chapel, etc.  

- Sponsors Hour: Help pass out/pick up music books, play/sing music, etc.  

- Gut Bucket: Put on a funny costume (we have plenty), sing some songs, tell some 

jokes, give the pilgrims/team a great time after the special dinner on Saturday 

- Apostolic Hour/Candlelight: Help pass out candles and music books, be the face of 

Jesus for pilgrims, play/sing music for the service, help collect offering, etc.  

- Closing: Help pass out/collect music books, help collect offering, greet new pilgrims, 

etc.
